Deputy Supervisor Paddock called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 PM followed by approval of the minutes of the meeting of February 8, 2024 on MOTION by Councilman Johnson and seconded by Councilman Fox and passed unanimously.

1. Lynne Belluscio, Town Historian – Town of LeRoy - Abandoned Cemeteries -
Lynne addressed the Town Board regarding Town owned abandoned cemeteries and mapping of same.  Fort Hill Cemetery has not been accessed due to location and easement issues.  Lynne spoke with Genesee County Highway to have signs made for all abandoned cemeteries.  Discussion followed on the possibility of raising funds to install markers for unmarked graves.
2. Eric Wies – Clark Patterson Lee – Engineer – Water District No. 12 -

Engineer has re-issued map, plan and report to reduce the capital cost of project for Water District No. 12.  Current costs have been reduced from $19,472,000 to $18,372,000 to bring the estimated debt cost to $1,080 per unit.

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Le Roy, Genesee County, New York, has caused to be prepared a map, plan and report, including a revised estimate of cost, pursuant to Section 209-h of the Town Law, relating to the increase in the amount to be expended for the construction of the facilities of Water District No. 12, in the Town of Le Roy, Genesee County, New York (the “Water District No. 12”), consisting of the installation of approximately 173,000 linear feet of 8-inch water main in the Town of Le Roy Water District No. 12 service area to provide potable water and fire service and original furnishings, equipment, machinery, apparatus, appurtenances and incidental improvements and expenses in connection therewith at a maximum estimated cost of $18,372,000; and

WHEREAS, while the total project cost for the construction of the said Town of Le Roy Water District No. 12 has decreased based on the revised map, plan and report from an estimated cost of $19,472,000 to $18,372,000  a difference of $1,100,000, the amount of grant funds anticipated from various sources has also decreased from $12,462,080 to $10,676,000, a decrease of $1,786,080 of  resulting in an increase in the cost per equivalent dwelling unit (EDU) from $1,034 per EDU to $1,080 per EDU 

WHEREAS, said project has been determined to be a “Type I Action” pursuant to the regulations of the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation promulgated pursuant to the State Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQRA”), the implementation of which as proposed, it has been determined will not result in any significant adverse environmental effects; and

WHEREAS, it is now desired to call a public hearing on the question of the increase in the amount to be expended for the construction of the facilities of said Water District No. 12, in the matter described above, and to hear all persons interested in the subject thereof, concerning the same, in accordance with the provisions of Section 209‑h of the Town Law;

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY
ORDERED, by the Town Board of the Town of Le Roy, Genesee County, New York, as follows:

Section 1.
A public hearing will be held in the Town Hall, in Le Roy, New York, in said Town, on March 14, 2024, at 7:00 o'clock P.M., Prevailing Time, on the question of the increase and improvement of the facilities of Water District No. 12, in the Town of Le Roy, Genesee County, New York, in the manner described in the preambles hereof, and to hear all persons interested in the subject thereof, concerning the same, and to take such action thereon as is required or authorized by law.

Section 2.
The Town Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to cause a copy of the Notice of Public Hearing hereinafter provided to be published once in the official newspaper, and also to cause a copy thereof to be posted on the sign board of the Town, such publication and posting to be made not less than ten, nor more than twenty, days before the date designated for the hearing.

Section 3.
The notice of public hearing shall be in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit A and hereby made a part hereof.

Section 4.
This Order shall take effect immediately.

2. DePaul – Pilot Agreement with Town of LeRoy – Villa Rosa – Mill Street Housing –
On MOTION by Councilman Fox and seconded by Councilman Johnson and passed unanimously with voting as follows: Council Fox, Johnson and Deputy Supervisor Paddock – aye the following RESOLUTION:

RESOLVED, the Town Board of the Town of LeRoy authorizes to distribute the annual PILOT payment received from DePaul Housing Development to the Town of LeRoy in the amount of 18,727.00 to be distributed at 70% to the Village of LeRoy [$13,108.90] and 30% to the Town of LeRoy [$5,618.10].
3. LeRoy Airport – SEQR – Type II Action – Rehabilitation -
On MOTION by Councilman Johnson and seconded by Councilman Fox and passed unanimously with voting as follows: Council Fox, Johnson and Deputy Supervisor Paddock – aye the following RESOLUTION:

WHEREAS, the LeRoy Aviation Services, Inc. will rehabilitate existing asphalt taxiways, taxilanes and aprons located south of the parallel taxiway, as well as the vehicle parking area, including replacement of 13 tie-downs, requiring 39 tie-down anchors on the main apron, and fuel farm rehabilitation including replacing pumps, hoses, and nozzles; and

WHEREAS, the LeRoy Aviation Services, Inc. will rehabilitate by crack repair and pavement sealer, with some isolated areas of partial depth reconstruction; and


WHEREAS, the LeRoy Aviation Services, Inc. will rehabilitate the westernmost section of the vehicle parking area and tie downs located on the main apron via full depth asphalt reconstruction along with new pavement markings in rehabilitated areas.


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Town Board of the Town of LeRoy has heretofore been determined under Part 617 of the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQR), of the State of New York, that the above-described project constitutes a type II Action which will not have a significant impact upon the environment.  The Deputy Supervisor of the Town of LeRoy is hereby authorized to sign and date the State Environmental Quality Review form, as attached herewith; and, be it

FURTHER RESOLVED, that this resolution shall take effect immediately.

4. Town Hall Generator – Annual Preventative Maintenance Agreement – Stark Generator -
On MOTION by Councilman Fox and seconded by Deputy Supervisor Paddock and passed unanimously with voting as follows: Council Fox, Johnson and Deputy Supervisor Paddock – aye the following RESOLUTION:

RESOLVED, the Town Board of the Town of LeRoy will enter into a scheduled preventative maintenance agreement contract with Stark Tech Emergency Power Systems, LLC to provide PMA for the generator located at Town Hall at an annual cost of $1,031.00 and inclusive of all language specifications according to written contract.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Highway:
Highway Supt. Stauffer reported there is a 55% increase in the price of plow equipment from the cost of the last plow truck built and will continue to research prices for any possible cost savings.
Code:

Deputy Supervisor Paddock reported Town Board would like Code Office to go back through the meeting minutes approximately ten years to document special use permits and log going forward.
Building:

Councilman Fox reported belts and clamps have been replaced on the generator by Stark Generator and Isaac Heating will be working on HVAC system according to issues brought forward by Logical Controls.
Parks & Recreation:

Councilman Fox reported on issues of cost of operating spray park and water usage reported from Village of LeRoy. Discussion followed on operating a filter system and recycling water as opposed to clean water discharge.
