Deputy Supervisor Paddock called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 PM followed by the pledge to the flag and approval of the minutes of the meeting of February 22, 2024 on MOTION by Councilman Paddock and seconded by Councilman Fox and passed unanimously.
PUBLIC HEARING:

Water District No. 12 – Revised – Map, Plan and Report –

Deputy Supervisor Paddock read the following notice of public hearing:

Water District No. 12 of the Town of Le Roy, Genesee, New York

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Town Board of the Town of Le Roy, Genesee County, New York, will meet in the Town Hall, in Le Roy, New York, in said Town, on March 14, 2024, at 7:00 o'clock P.M., Prevailing Time, for the purpose of conducting a public hearing upon a certain revised map, plan and report, including a revised estimate of cost, in relation to the proposed increase  in the amount to be expended for the construction of the facilities of Water District No. 12 in said Town (“Water District No. 12”), consisting of the installation of approximately 173,000 linear feet of 8-inch water main in the Town of Le Roy Water District No. 12 service area to provide potable water and fire service and original furnishings, equipment, machinery, apparatus, appurtenances and incidental improvements and expenses in connection therewith at a maximum estimated cost of $18,372,000.

WHEREAS, while the total project cost for the construction of the said Town of Le Roy Water District No. 12 has decreased based on the revised map, plan and report from an estimated cost of $19,472,000 to $18,372,000  a difference of $1,100,000, the amount of grant funds anticipated from various sources has also decreased from $12,462,080 to $10,676,000, a decrease of $1,786,080 of  resulting in an increase in the cost per equivalent dwelling unit (EDU) from $1,034 per EDU to $1,080 per EDU; and 

WHEREAS, said project has been determined to be a “Type I Action” pursuant to the regulations of the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation promulgated pursuant to the State Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQRA”), the implementation of which as proposed, it has been determined will not result in any significant adverse environmental effects; and

WHEREAS, it is now desired to call a public hearing on the question of the increase in the amount to be expended for the construction of the facilities of said Water District No. 12, in the matter described above, and to hear all persons interested in the subject thereof, concerning the same, in accordance with the provisions of Section 209‑h of the Town Law; NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY
ORDERED, by the Town Board of the Town of Le Roy, Genesee County, New York, as follows:

A public hearing will be held in the Town Hall, in Le Roy, New York, in said Town, on March 14, 2024, at 7:00 o'clock P.M., Prevailing Time, on the question of the increase and improvement of the facilities of Water District No. 12, in the Town of Le Roy, Genesee County, New York, in the manner described in the preambles hereof, and to hear all persons interested in the subject thereof, concerning the same, and to take such action thereon as is required or authorized by law.  At said public hearing said Town Board will her all persons interested in the subject matter thereof.  Dated: February 22, 2024, Le Roy, New York

The public hearing was open for comments:

Eric Wies, Engineer Clark Patterson Lee - Eric addressed the Town Board and those in attendance with the revised map, plan and report for Water District No. 12.  The cost increase is the result of a decrease in grant funding received.  The total annual debt service inclusive of water usage increased from $1,034.00 to $1,080.00 per EDU with public hearing requirement due to change in costs.  Eric reviewed related fees and cost set up for water hook up.  Approximate timeline and next steps for project will be funding package secured with agreements [2 months]; Design of Project [4-5 months]; Construction of project [6-8 months] with breaking ground in early 2025.  All documents will be published on the Town of LeRoy website for review.
Public Comments as follows:
Henry Darocha, 7748 School Road – Asked if there was a timeline on when grant funds need to be used.  Also, thanked the Town Board for water district creation and work involved.
Evelen Miles – 9025 York Road – Asked if Town Board is authorized to vote on the district and why there has to be another vote for district.  Inquired as to which side of the road the line will be installed on.
Mark Presher – 7926 Harris Road – Home has in law dwelling and asked about how many units.  
Eileen Dries – 7824 Lake Road – Asked about units located in smart growth regarding agricultural land and ability to develop.  Also, asked who is responsible for curb stops.
David Pullyblank – 7809 Oatka Trail – Asked if debt service for Water District No. 12 was higher than the other current districts.

Marny Cleere, 7957 Oatka Trail – Asked about the plan and design with regards to Oatka Creek and tree removal if necessary.

David Pape, 8198 Oatka Trail – Asked if there would be driveway demolition and about the public right of way.

Andrew Olenick, 8675 Oatka Trail – Expressed concern with shoulders on Oatka Trail and Hebbard Road and if there were issues with water line dead ends.

Patrick Privitera, 7931 Harris Road – Asked about the lateral connection and finding contractors to bring the water line to the house.

Shelley Stein, 8343 Gully Road – Discussed Ag District and lateral restrictions with Rural Development funding.

Nancy Palmer, 8010 Wilcox Road – Asked where meter would be placed.

Dennis Traxler, 9331 Asbury Road – Asked about water pressure.

James Cook, 9126 York Road – Asked if a booster pump could be installed if needed.

Engineer Wies responded to questions asked as follows:

· There is usually not a timeline for grant funds to be used.

· Design has not been completed at this time - Blasting and pipe placement has not been determined.

· The Water district has a cost increase due to grant funding and any change in cost is required to be brought back to district owners.

· Town Board can vote to form district subject to permissive referendum.

· House with in-law dwelling would be 1.5 units.

· Water District No. 12 debt service cost is determined based on map, plan and report for costs in 2024.

· Plan and design is created to avoid tree removal and use other options to mitigate the same.

· Reclamation process would bring back property to condition of pre project status.

· Road shoulders would be used and compacted and select fill to be restored.

· Homeowners will be given a list of contractors to bring water from curb stop to residence.

· Certified Ag District Tax Implications – USDA Funding – Maintaining Farmland – Would require submitting a final notice of intent to USDA and Construction guidelines along with easements in farm fields to minimize impact.  Town Board to pass lateral restriction resolution regarding if a home is built on property it cannot have a water connection unless it is removed from the Ag District.

· Auto flushing devices are used on dead end lines.  Water Hydrants are spaced every 700’.

· There is no plan for booster pumps for project at this time.
Hearing no further questions, on MOTION by Deputy Supervisor Paddock and seconded by Councilman Armitage and passed unanimously to close the public hearing.

1. Water District No. 12 - Public Interest Order – Proposed Increase in Amount to be Expended for Facilities of Water District No. 12 in the Town of LeRoy, Genesee Country, New York

On MOTION by Deputy Supervisor Paddock and seconded by Councilman Armitage and passed unanimously with voting as follows: Council Armitage, Fox, Johnson and Deputy Supervisor Paddock – aye the following RESOLUTION:
WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Le Roy, Genesee County, New York, has

duly caused to be prepared a map, plan and report including an estimate of cost, pursuant to

Section 209-h of the Town Law, relating to the proposed improvement of the facilities of Water

District No. 12 (“Water District No. 12”), in the Town of Le Roy, Genesee County, New York,

consisting of the installation of approximately 173,000 linear feet of 8-inch water main in the Town of Le Roy Water District No. 12 service area to provide potable water and fire service and original furnishings, equipment, machinery, apparatus, appurtenances and incidental improvements and expenses in connection therewith at a maximum estimated cost of $18,372,000; and

WHEREAS, at a meeting of said Town Board duly called and held on February 8, 2024,

an order was duly adopted by it and entered in the minutes specifying the said Town Board would call a Public Hearing to consider that the total project cost for the construction of the said Town of Le Roy Water District No. 12 has decreased based on the revised map, plan and report from an estimated cost of $19,472,000 to $18,372,000  a difference of $1,100,000, the amount of grant funds anticipated from various sources has also decreased from $12,462,080 to $10,676,000, a decrease of $1,786,080 of  resulting in an increase in the cost per equivalent dwelling unit (EDU) from $1,034 per EDU to $1,080 per EDU and to hear all persons interested in the subject thereof concerning the same at the Town Hall, in Le Roy, New York, in said Town, on March 14, 2024, at 7:00 o’clock P.M., Prevailing Time; and

WHEREAS, said order duly certified by the Town Clerk was duly published and posted

as required by law; and

WHEREAS, a public hearing was duly held at the time and place set forth in said notice,

at which all persons desiring to be heard were duly heard;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT

ORDERED, by the Town Board of the Town of Le Roy, Genesee County, NewYork, as

follows:

Section 1. Upon the evidence given at the aforesaid public hearing, it is hereby found

and determined that it is in the public interest to increase the amount to be expended to construct the facilities of Water District No. 12 in the Town of Le Roy, Genesee County, New York, consisting of the installation of approximately 173,000 linear feet of 8-inch water main in the Town of Le Roy Water District No. 12 service area to provide potable water and fire service and original furnishings, equipment, machinery, apparatus, appurtenances and incidental improvements and expenses in connection therewith at a maximum estimated cost of $18,372,000;

Section 2. This order is subject to a 30 day Permissive Referendum period, this order shall take effect upon the expiration thereof. The Town Clerk shall immediately post and publish this notice.
2. Boarding/Dog Daycare – 7133 West Main Road [Commercial] – Applicant Cindy Lee -
Code Officer Jeff Steinbrenner presented what the applicant, Cindy Lee was proposing for location of purchasing property to move her current business from Main Street to West Main Road.  Under current code, animal shelter would need to be added to Commercial [C2] in order to operate in zone.  The proposed change would require adoption of a local law and filing to the secretary of state followed by application for special use permit for boarding/dog daycare.  The operation would start with approximately four dogs with a limit of ten.  Applicant will be renovating space to accommodate boarding and fencing has been installed at the current location of 3.2 acres.  Town Board relayed there is no issue moving forward and relayed the special use permit process allows for annual review of site location.
3. Resignation – Town Court – Coreena Green –
