Highway:
Councilman Johnson reported Highway staff is removing plow equipment and painting any damage to trucks for summer projects and assisting communities with shared services.
Clerk:

Total fees collected for the month of March 2024 at $5,671.00 with $5,038.08 remitted to the Supervisor.  Final check for tax collection remitted to Genesee County Treasurer to complete 2024 tax season at $988,856.95.  Supervisor will receive the remainder of interest, penalty and fees.
Code:
Deputy Supervisor Paddock reported code office is completing a listing/report of special use permits granted back to 2013 forward for annual review or as needed.
Parks & Recreation:

Councilmen Fox and Johnson met with Mayor Rogers and Richard Sutherland from Genesee Fingerlakes Regional Planning Council on March 22nd regarding grant opportunities for upgrades to the community pool.  Any grant application would need to come from the Village of LeRoy as lead agent.
Building:

Councilman Fox reported Highway Dept. filled the generator with fuel.  
The Town Board will be looking for pricing for a new generator to possibly include in 2025 budget.

Cemetery:
Deputy Supervisor Paddock reported the Town Board will be meeting at Fort Hill to assess the needs of the cemetery.  Area has been difficult to access with any machinery due to easement restrictions.
Courts:

Town of Pavilion court.  currently hearing cases in Town of LeRoy court and is investigating other municipalities and will be reporting back on any decision.
Fire Commission:

Councilman Johnson reported Fire Commission has expressed concerns of the condition of Lake Street particularly manhole covers when driving fire equipment.  Village of LeRoy and NYS DOT would need to coordinate for action.
Ambulance:

Councilman Johnson reported ambulance answered 125 calls in March 2024.
