Supervisor Farnholz called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 PM followed by the pledge to the flag and approval of the minutes of the meeting of May 23, 2024, on MOTION by Supervisor Farnholz and seconded by Councilman Fox and passed unanimously.
PUBLIC HEARING:
Local Law 2-2024 – Setbacks to R1, R2 and R&A – Amendment to 165-11 –

Supervisor Farnholz read the following notice of Public Hearing:

PLEASE TAKE NOTICE, the Town Board of the Town of LeRoy will hold a public hearing on 

June 13, 2024, at 7:00 PM at the Town Hall, 48 Main Street, LeRoy NY to hear comments regarding the proposed Local Law 2-2024 Zoning Text Amendments including setback requirements in the residential districts, lot frontage clarification, and placement of accessory buildings. Public Hearing was open for comments:
Andy Wilcox, Code Officer – Provided Town Board with a hand out with proposed set-backs and language changes, which would reduce the number of permits that are referred to the Zoning Board of Appeals for variances.
Eileen Dries, Lake Road – Inquired about 150’ for shed.
With no further comments on MOTION by Supervisor Farnholz and seconded by Councilman Fox and passed unanimously to close the public hearing.

Local Law 2-2024 – Setbacks to R1, R2 and R&A – Amendment to 165-11 – Adoption –
On MOTION by Supervisor Farnholz and seconded by Councilman Fox and passed with voting as follows: Council Fox, Johnson, Paddock and Supervisor Farnholz – aye; Councilman Armitage – nay the following RESOLUTION:

         RESOLVED, the Town Board of the Town of LeRoy adopts Local Law 2-2024 – Setbacks to R1, R2 and R&A – Amendment to 165-11 to change the new set backs in the following zones R&A, R1, R2, C1 and C2 all side set backs to 12’ [feet] and rear set backs to 35’ [feet] and re-name “minimum lot width” in all residential districts to “minimum lot frontage” as per request from Genesee County Planning Director; and adopt an accessory structure (shed) under 150 square feet and less than 9’ [feet] tall can be placed within 3’ [feet] of the side and rear property line [mirroring the existing Village of LeRoy code].

Item has been tabled and Supervisor Farnholz will contact Town Attorney and Association of Towns for clarification of the easement located on a State of NY highway.

2. Gulf Road – Tax Map 26.-1-1.2 – Vacant Industrial – Request for Information –

Resident inquired about purchasing parcel which is approximately one acre of land.  Town Board is not interested in selling the parcel.

The Hall of Fame case dimensions of 8’ x 10’ x 2’ is currently located at LeRoy Central School and the school would like it moved from their location to a permanent location.  The Town Board is not interested in keeping the case permanently.
3. WD No. 12 EFC Finance Application –

AUTHORIZING SUBMISSION OF A NEW YORK STATE ENVIRONMENTAL FACILITIES CORPORATION DRINKING WATER STATE REVOLVING FUNDS FINANCIING APPLICATION
WHEREAS, the Town of LeRoy wishes to apply to the New York State Environmental Facilities Corporation Drinking Water State Revolving Funds for Water District No. 12 Project for interim financing of the USDA-RD loan portion of the project.

WHEREAS, the financing application requires approval from governing board for submission.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of LeRoy authorizes the submission of a New York State Environmental Facilities Corporation Drinking Water State Revolving Fundds Financing Application for the water District No. 12 Project; and
