1. Robert Heaman – 73 Myrtle Street – Area Variance - 
Homeowner would like to extend side porch. Village zoning for a single-family home in an R-2 zone requires 10 feet minimum side set-back, Existing stoop is 2’ 1” from lot line. Requesting a 10’ side variance.
