2. Town of Pavilion – Shared Court Svcs – Contract -

3. ARPA – Covid Relief Federal Funding – Resolution – Village of LeRoy -
On MOTION by Councilman Johnson and seconded by Supervisor Farnholz and passed unanimously with voting as follows: Council Armigage, Fox, Johnson, Paddock and Supervisor Farnholz – aye the following RESOLUTION:

WHEREAS, on March 11, 2021, American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) was signed into law, and established the Coronavirus State Fiscal Recovery Fund and Coronavirus Local Fiscal Recovery Fund (SLFRF); and

WHEREAS, this program was intended to provide support to state, territorial, local and tribal governments in responding to the economic and public health impacts of COVID-19 to assist communities, residents and businesses; and

WHEREAS, the Town of LeRoy submitted a request and received funding under the ARPA program totaling $319,691 and reported the same for allowable projects; and

WHEREAS, the Town of LeRoy has remaining funds totaling $121,000 that has not been obligated under ARPA or reported and have made several attempts to contact representatives and/or personnel under the ARPA program without results or resolution to questions.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Town Board of the Town of LeRoy will enter into a contract with the Village of LeRoy as lead agent to obligate the remaining funding of $120,000 under ARPA SLFRF to the LeRoy Community Swimming Pool by installing a new Pentair Salt System with Intellichem Monitoring System and all related upgrades and expenses.
