GUESTS:

1. Kelly Lathan, Fiscal Advisors – Water District No. 12 -
Kelly updated the Town Board on the water district progress with finishing preliminary items to move to bidding process approximately June 2025 and financial piece of project.  Town of LeRoy is accumulating upfront costs to be reimbursed by the district.  Town Board has requested to close on the WIAA Water Grant by July 2025 to cover costs with a projected start date of September 2025.
2. Amanda Grisa – Genesee Land Trust -                                
Amanda updated the Town Board on the Farmland Grant Program with regards to applicant Don Krenzer who submitted to NYS Ag & Markets for 135 acres for the conservancy.  Don is in the process of selling land to Boulder Farm and will be looking for a letter of support from the Town of LeRoy.  Also, added applications can be multiple owners submitting for grants if all parties are in agreement.
Supervisor Farnholz  - Relayed the Town of LeRoy has written four letters of support for conservancy requests.  Boulder Farms does not currently own the land, and the concern raised is putting land into conservancy that the owner doesn’t have title to.  Supervisor Farnholz will contact Attorney General and Comptroller for clarification on grant round to open in May and report back on information.
Jerrod Stein, Boulder Farms – Stated that both names are going in together for land trust application.
NEW BUSINESS:
1. License Plate Reader – LeRoy Village Police Dept. - 
On MOTION by Supervisor Farnholz and seconded by Councilman Armitage and passed unanimously with voting as follows: Council Armitage, Fox, Johnson, Paddock and Supervisor Farnholz – aye the following RESOLUTION:
A Resolution by the Town of LeRoy granting permission (Upon New York State Department of Transportation (NYSDOT) Approval) to the LeRoy Village Police Department to install license plate reader equipment within the geographical jurisdiction of the Village of LeRoy and the State of New York.

WHEREAS, the Town of LeRoy and LeRoy Village Police Department are proposing to install License Plate Reader equipment for Law Enforcement purposes only within State ROW, on or along Route 19, Lake Street Road, pole number 7833, located in the Twon of LeRoy (hereinafter Town of LeRoy), Genesee Co; and

WHEREAS, the Town of LeRoy and the LeRoy Village Police Department are desirous to have such above-mentioned equipment installed within the geographical jurisdiction of the Town of Leroy; and

WHEREAS, the Town of LeRoy and the LeRoy Village Police Department will meet all State and Town of LeRoy requirements during the above-mentioned project; and
WHEREAS, the Town of LeRoy and the LeRoy Village Police Department reserves the rights to monitor and inspect the above-mentioned project conducted within the geographical jurisdiction of the Town of LeRoy; and

WHEREAS, the LeRoy Village Police Department will execute the above-mentioned project, as shown on the plans/maps and other documents related to the above-mentioned project funded by the 2023 Governor of NY Grant for New Technology and Equipment to Prevent and Solve Crimes, Improve Public Safety apportioned and approved for the Town of LeRoy or for LeRoy Village Police Department
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town of LeRoy, by means of this Resolution, and upon NYSDOT approval, grants permission to the LeRoy Village Police Department to conduct the above-mentioned project within State ROW and within the geographical jurisdiction of the Town of LeRoy.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the LeRoy Village Police Department shall maintain or cause to be maintained the installed equipment at the project location(s) and shall cover any expenses that may arise from the execution of the above-mentioned project utilizing the above-mentioned Grant or other Municipal funding; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Gregory Kellogg, the Chief of Police, LeRoy Village Police Department has the authority to sign, with the concurrence of the Town of LeRoy Legal counsel and by the Town Board, any and all documentation that may be necessary as a result of the above-mentioned project as it relates to the Town of LeRoy; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Clerk of the Town of LeRoy is hereby directed to electronically transmit signed, sealed, notarized, stamped, and certified copy of the foregoing resolution to the LeRoy Village Police Department for the processing of and inclusion to Law Enforcement Equipment (LEE) Application and Agreement with NYSDOT.
