Eric Wies, Engineer - Clark Patterson Lee – Water District No. 12 Update –

Eric provided the Town Board with an update on water project with proposed timeline.  The project will be divided into four contracts with first area of Northwest going out to bid in September followed by Southeast, Southwest and finally Northeast. The contracts will be bid one month apart and anticipating working through winter months.  Town is still looking for SHPO clearance and report.
As project is underway, the Town Board will hold an informational meeting with affected residents for water hook-up data and other pertinent information regarding the option of keeping or abandoning a water source from a well.

2. MCWA – Public Water Hook Up – Peter & Elizabeth Cunningham –

On MOTION by Deputy Supervisor Paddock and seconded by Councilman Johnson and passed unanimously with voting as follows: Council Armitage, Fox, Johnson and Deputy Supervisor Paddock – aye the following RESOLUTION:

              APPROVAL OF ACQUISITION OF AN EASEMENT BY THE MONROE COUNTY WATE AUTHORITY PURSUANT TO §1096(6-a) OF NEW YORK’S PUBLIC AUTHORITIES LAW
WHEREAS, The Monroe County Water Authority (“Authority”) intends to provide public water service to located in the Town of LeRoy; and
WHEREAS, the acquisition of the easement is necessary for operation, maintenance and the future replacement of the water main which will allow the Authority to continue to reliably provide potable water supply to the area; and
WHEREAS, the Easement is located along the frontage of 0 Harris Road (Formerly known as Vacant Land South Street Road and Harris Road) (Tax Acct. No. 31.0-1-126.1 (f/k/a 31.0-1-108.111, 31.0-1-126 & 31.0-1-127), which is owned by Peter D. Cunningham and Elizabeth C. Cunningham; and

WHEREAS, §1096(6-a) of New York’s Public Authorities Law requires the Authority to obtain the prior approval of the Twon Board for the above-referenced acquisition; now therefore be it
RESOLVED, that the Town hereby approves of the Authority’s acquisition of the frontage easement located at 0 Harrris Road (Formerly known as Vacant Land South Street Road and Harris Road) in accordance with §1096(6-a) of the New York Public Authorities Law and be it further 

      RESOLVED, that a copy of this resolution be provided to the Authority.
3. Church Street Cemetery – Tree Removal – Lathan Tree Service -

On MOTION by Deputy Supervisor Paddock and seconded by Councilman Johnson and passed unanimously with voting as follows: Council Armitage, Fox, Johnson and Deputy Supervisor Paddock – aye the following RESOLUTION:

      RESOLVED, the Town Board of the Town of LeRoy authorizes Lathan Tree Service to remove black walnut tree located in the Church Street cemetery and compensate the Town of LeRoy $1,800 for purchase of tree and will clean up all debris from tree work and provide insurance and pictures of adjacent stones to ensure no damage has been done.
