Councilman Paddock reported on ongoing discussion of cleaning the vegetation at Fort Hill Cemetery and also discussed stone repair options for budget.
Fire Commission:
Councilman Johnson reported the Fire Chief would like to meet with Town Board regarding increase in accidents in Town Outside of Village.
Ambulance:

Councilman Johnson reported ambulance calls at 909 for year to date with 93% coverage and are seeing positive results of increase of payments with the new billing system.
